Description

Quantitative Reasoning (1) is an introductory level undergraduate course that focuses on the
fundamentals related to the quantitative concepts and analysis. The course is designed to familiarize
students with the basic concepts of mathematics and statistics and to develop students’ abilities to
analyze and interpret quantitative information. Through a combination of theoretical concepts and
practical exercises, this course will also enable students cultivate their quantitative literacy and
problem-solving skills while effectively expanding their academic horizon and breadth of knowledge
of their specific major / field of study.

e Units and their conversions, dimensions, area, perimeter and volume;
e Rates, ratios, proportions and percentages;

2. Fundamental Mathematical Concepts
e Basics of geometry (lines, angles, circles, polygons etc.);

e Algebraic and graphical solutions of linear and quadratic equations and inequalities;
e Quantitative reasoning exercises using fundamental mathematical concepts.

In addition, the course will enable students to grasp nuanced messages
and tailor their communication effectively through application of comprehension and analytical skills
in listening and reading. Moreover, the course encompasses a range of practical communication aspects
including professional writing, public speaking, and everyday conversation, ensuring that students are
equipped for both academic and professional spheres. An integral part of the course is fostering a deeper
understanding of the impact of language on diverse audiences. Students will learn to communicate
inclusively and display a strong commitment to cultural awareness in their language use. Additionally,
the course will enable them to navigate the globalized world with ease efficacy, making a positive
impact in their functional interactions.

Presentation skills (organization content, visual aids and engaging the audience)

Informal communication (small talk, networking and conversational skills)

Professional writing (business e-mails, memos, reports, formal letters, etc.)
